SEASONAL FUNDRAISER FOR YMCA
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BATHROOM REFURBISHMENT

As the New Year is upon us the YMCA
hostel in Central Milton Keynes is
planning to raise money to fund

the overdue refurbishment of the
bathroom facilities.

The hostel provides the city’s only
emergency access homeless night
shelter, providing shelter and support
services for up to 15 people per
night. The hostel is usually full and
there is a constant demand for its
services by people who are at crisis
point in their lives.

The hostel expects residents to be
up, active, and out of its doors by
9am each day. However the current
bathroom facilities are inadequate
— there is a single room containing
a wash basin, shower and toilet

for male residents and the same
for female residents. This is wholly
inadequate and causes a bottleneck
in the morning as residents wait for
the facilities to be free. As a result
of this some residents leave in the
morning without having showered.

A former resident of the YMCA
commented - ‘I really appreciated
what the YMCA did for me when |
was at my lowest. Thanks to them
I'm no longer homeless, have my
own flat and am applying for full-
time work with my key worker’s help.

The bathroom and toilet was the area
of the YMCA that | didn’t like. The
state of the only toilet is not good.
There’s also only one shower. As it’s
shared between lots of other male
guests it was hard to get my turn in
the bathroom most mornings.’

The Housing Manager, Simon

Green advised ‘The charity needs
approximately £25,000 to replace
the existing facilities with something
that is more appropriate to the need
and that would be suitably hard
wearing’. The YMCA hopes to raise
these funds through a charitable
appeal to businesses and the public
in Milton Keynes.

By gone & NOW adays by Maurice Barratt

The Red House Wolverton Road

The old photo possibly taken in the late 19405 to early 1950s.

Kindly supplied by Michael Pratt.

This area of the Town was a part of Newport’s Parish known as Port Field a Common land
to the North West linked to Bury Field and divided by Lakes Lane an ancient thoroughfare.
Portfield it is said being 900 acres and enclosed in 1795.

Bury Field is still un-enclosed keeping the Common opened up to the inhabitants of the
Town. Once enclosed and fragmented it is in great danger of ending up as Portfield -
Urbanized and Built Upon. The modern day custodians such s historians Dennis Mynard
and Ray Bailey having instigated & composed the plaques now seen within the Bury Field
Common, outlining some of the fields history. There are still two Plaques to be completed,
one on the Civil War defences and the second concerning the fields flora & fauna making
four in total.

We are all custodians, and if the common is to remain un-enclosed this must be fought
when threatened by developers, who will show no interest in the commons history.

Both fields Bury & Port. It is believed - denotes “Fields of the Town” (Fedk W M Bull 1900)
All of the land South West of Lakes Lane was the Port Field now mainly the Poets Estate.
The Boundary Line in the past being the River Ouse dividing the Parish from Little Linford.
The dividing line today of the common fields being Lakes Lane & Ash Hill. And to the West
Little Linford Lane. The M1 Motorway also being the modern defining line.

Reproduction 1st April 2008

The Parish Boundary line in 1806 did extend to “Long Blake Lands” to the South, and a
piece of land called “ Little Brook Ground” Near to what was once Marsh Farm, extending
to the Giffard Park roundabout & Brickhill Street. From here in @ South Westerly direction
being the Great Linford Parish.

In 1770 Linford Magna belonging to Mrs Uthwatt. Whose family also owned Tickford Park.
Little Linford (Parva) was the Knapp Estate during the 1770s. Knapp Esq being a wealthy
lace merchant & Land Owner.

The Red House. Number One Wolverton Rd. A solitary building from the mid 1800s

and stood out within the rural landscape in which it was first built.

When New. The Red Bricks making the Beer-House identifiable, hence it is thought the
name. The building for many years is seen rendered. The Pub today being approximately
150 years old, and now stands within its own community and Urbanized.

Eric Bristow the once world champion darts player. Winning 5 world championships 5
masters, & 4 British open championships. The crafty cockney on stopping at the M1
service area and asking if there was a pub near by, was then taken to the Redhouse
where he then took on the locals.

Close by is Hill View | believe, seen to be within a slight valley and between hills in the mid
1700s. Whether this is the reason for the name is not absolutely clear today. The area
being extensively built up and no Hills being evident 240 years later.

The roads and rural landscape seen in 1770 are nothing like the area and highways we
know today. (See Jefferys 1770 Map)

The houses within Hill View being the last houses in to-days Newport parish, and

are separately numbered 1 - 14,

To the West of the M1 we now have the new development “Redhouse Park” Wolverton
Road. Named after the Pub.

Redhouse Park is built next to the Walnuts Farm and the field once called “Little Brook
Ground” belonging to the Walnuts Farm, today seen with a few horses grazing here.
Further west near to the old Farm once called Black Horse Farm which was situated up to
the early 1900s now where the entrance to the Marle Inn is located. The Black Horse pub
probably being named after this actual farm. This depending which came first the Farm or
the Pub. The Grand Union Canal was finished here in 1805, if my presumption is correct,
the farm s likely to have came first, the pub being built some time after 1808.

Itis nice to see the original name Blackhorse reinstated after for some unknown

reason being called the Proud Perch.

The Grand Union Canal opened from Braunston to Weedon on 21st June 1796, a few

Red House from opposite Hill View 29th August 08

weeks later it was extended to Blisworth, where the long tunnel was under construction.
Blisworth Tunnel and, an embankment at Wolverton were not finished until March and
August 1805 when the Grand Junction was opened as a through route for the first time.
In the intervening period goods had to bypass Blisworth Tunnel on a temporary railway,
and at Wolverton a diversion via the river Ouse was required. Which possibly explains the
reason why the canal goes from the Blackhorse to near the River Ouse then doubling back
to Bradwell when the Wolverton embankment was completed. The River Ouse being used
from North of Bradwell Lake to possibly the Haversham Bridge being the nearest road to
unload goods.

Prior to the Marle Inn, and after the Blackhorse Farm. This being the entrance to the gravel
pits whilst being worked, which was near to the deserted medieval village of Stanton
Low and its Church St Peters.The gravel pits are now called Redhouse. Blackhorse.
Stantonbury. Haversham. & Bradwell lakes.

Also going back in time, there was once a road from station terraces Great Linford (Now
called Marsh Drive) the old station road. Crossing over the Wolverton Road through the
Redhouse Park & Redhouse Lake to Little Linford Lane, connecting Linford Magna &
Linford Parva. The ford in both names possibly being some where close to the bridge in
Little Linford Lane. Although it is thought Hlymn Ford “0ld English” denoteing Ford by the
stream or Pool. There is  weir under the old Railway Line at great Linford making possibly
the stream with a ford at Great Linford.

This road can be seen again, on the Jeffery's Map of old Thoroughfare’s and Lanes in
1770,

The images of the Redhouse after approximately 60 years shows no great differences
apart from the modern road surface with traffic calming islands and the roundabout to
Little Linford Lane. The road having been made wider for the modern day traffic.

Ahedge and no path can be seen on the even side of the road prior to Walnut and
Greenlands Close. Which at the time of the photo was a small field to the Railway Line
with no M1 Motorway until 1959.

The tree on the left is shown to be a little more substantial after possibly 60 years from
the original photograph. The old image shows frosty verge’s when the photo was taken
by F H Cope whose business was carried out at 35 High Street Newport Pagnell. Mr

Cope out in all weathers enthusiastically accomplishing his profession and giving us an
insight into the past..
