MORTGAGE ADVICE BUREAU COMMENTS
ON LATEST BASE RATE DECISION

David Hayworth, from Mortgage Advice
Bureau comments on the Bank of England’s
decision to hold the base rate at 0.5%.

“The Monetary Policy Committee’s decision to hold the
base rate this month is not a surprising one. In recent
months, the cost of borrowing has all but lost any linkage
to the Bank Base Rate and any further cut is largely
unnecessary as far as many borrowers are concerned,
except those who have base rate tracker mortgages
without a minimum rate.

“It would appear that the MPC has this month paused
for breath after six consecutive monthly reductions.
Following on from these cuts to the base rate and the
ongoing injection of funds into the system, the MPC
has decided to take a step back and see whether these
attempts to kick start the market have had an effect.

“Low interest rates are good news for borrowers, but
bad for savers, and a consequence of fewer people being
attracted to save is that there are fewer funds available
to lend out in the form of mortgages. Therefore, the
situation as it stands is about the availability of money,

and the capacity for lenders to be able tolend. We have
now reached a point in the cycle where the MPC are
employing alternative tactics and are taking a step back
in order to analyse the effects of previous actions. This
month’s decision is a welcome one and we wait with
bated breath to see what the longer term outcome will be,
however the first tentative signs have been encouraging.”

Garden View
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Those of you who read this piece regularly know that |
am committed to organic gardening. My little plot is a
gentle self-sustaining ecosystem.

But this month I'm a woman at war and my weapon
of choice is biological warfare!

Of course | don’t use anthrax and Hantavirus, my
favourite biological control is the humble ladybird.
These little aphid munchers can chomp their way
through 5000 greenfly during their year-long lifespan!
Even their larvae, which are long and black with
orange spots, are voracious aphid-eaters.

Beautiful lacewings produce larvae which eat up to
300 aphids before they become adults and go on to
scoff more. And don’t swat that wasp! It too has a
taste for greenfly so tell yourself it’s only protecting
your roses.

Birds are brilliant biological allies. Thrushes love to eat
slugs and snails. Unfortunately they are particularly
susceptible to slug-bait poison based on methiocarb

Waging
war!

so it really is best to avoid that particular poison

at all costs. Some manufacturers claim that blue
pellets deter them but this is not necessarily true.
You also run the risk of poisoning predatory beetles
which would naturally feast on slugs. I'm not keen
on chemical warfare in the garden in general but
this particular chemical is really vicious and best left
alone.

Learn to like frogs and toads. They’re great slug-
eaters. Encourage them with a tiny pond. Don’t worry
that you won’t have room: even a bucket sunk into
the ground will work. And surely everyone loves
hedgehogs. They eat lots of garden pests. They’re
quite shy and secretive so provide them with a pile
of logs to hide under, or invest in a hedgehog house.
There are many handsome ones about, though if
you’re handy with tools you could probably make one
yourself.

The big new thing in biological pest control in recent
years has been the arrival of pre-packed nematodes
and mites. Nematodes are tiny parasites which

are watered on to the problem area when the soil
temperature is 10C or greater. They enter the pest and
reproduce inside it, killing it in the process. They are
then released back into the soil when the pest dies
ready to infect new pests. There are nematodes to
target slugs, vine weevils and ants.

Predatory mites are also available to target red spider
mite and thrips (thunderflies).

Nematodes and mites have the advantage of targeting
a particular pest very specifically without causing
damage to the environment.

Organic gardening is about caring for the environment
and the wildlife in your plot. So repeat after me,
‘Biological warfare can be a beautiful thing...’
